4.	 INSTALLATION & ASSEMBLY
4.1.	 		 Attach the wall plates to the two shelves using the four bolts provided. fig .2. Ensure the wall plates are perpendicular to the shelves.
4.2.	 		 Hold the assembled shelves in the desired position and mark the wall through the four holes. fig.1
4.3.	 		 Remove from wall.
4.4.	         Use proprietary wall fixings that are suitable for the type of wall and the weight of the loaded tidy, (not supplied).
4.5.	 		 Drill four holes suitable for the proprietary wall fixings.
4.5.1.			 Fix the shelves to the wall.
